- if you change circumstances e.g. move out of Southampton, have alternative support 

- if you fail to keep in regular contact with your SWVG visitor,

- if you fail to carry out necessary basic cleaning

Also if SWVG are paying rent for a room you may not invite friends to stay overnight - rent is paid for clients only.

There are also advice desks from CLEAR, the Red Cross and Asylum Welcome.
PLACES WHERE YOU CAN GET FOOD
The Basics Bank – Your visitor can get you vouchers for food and some clothing (maximum of 3 per year)

Open 10am to 3pm:  Mondays at Above Bar Church, Wednesdays at The Old Chemist at Bitterne Park Triangle, Thursdays at Swaythling Methodist Church. 

The Avenue Multicultural Centre  - drinks and snack lunches for asylum seekers and refugees. Open Fridays 10.30am to 3pm. Avenue St Andrews United Reformed Church, The Avenue, Southampton SO17 1XQ

The Avenue Café - – homemade soup and cakes and snack lunches.
Open Tuesdays 10.30am to 2pm.  No charge for asylum seekers.
H2O Day Centre –. snacks and drinks, showers, laundry, breakfast and lunch, telephone facilities, help finding accommodation, healthcare team etc. Open: Mon, Tues, Thurs and Fri 8.30am to 3pm at Princes Street, Northam SO14 5RP.

The Sunday Lunch Project – lunches and hot drinks
